This means that for each of those resolutions to be passed, at least three-quarters of the votes cast must be in favour of
the resolution.

Resolution 1 (annual report and accounts)

The directors of the Company must present to the meeting the audited annual accounts and the directors’ and auditors’
report for the financial year ended 30 December 2013.



Resolution 2 and 3 (remuneration report)

The Company’s shareholders will be asked to approve the Directors’ Remuneration Policy and Annual Report on Directors’
Remuneration, which are set out on pages 51 to 62 and pages 62 to 65 of the annual report and accounts, respectively, at
the Annual General Meeting.

Resolutions 4 and 5 (appointment and remuneration of auditors)

The Company must appoint auditors at each general meeting at which accounts are presented to shareholders to hold office
until the conclusion of the next such meeting. Resolution 4 seeks shareholder approval to re-appoint Deloitte LLP as the
Company’s auditors. In accordance with normal practice, Resolution 5 seeks authority for the Company’s directors to fix their
remuneration.

Resolutions 6 to 14 (re-election of directors)

The UK Corporate Governance Code recommends that all directors should seek re-election by shareholders annually and
accordingly, all directors are standing for re-election to the Board by shareholders.

The Board is satisfied that all of the non-executive directors standing for election and re-election are independent in
character and judgment and there are no relationships or circumstances which are likely to affect their character or
judgement. Each of the directors has had a formal performance evaluation and the nomination committee believes that the
performance of each of them continues to be effective and to demonstrate commitment to the role.

Biographical details of the directors standing for election appear on pages 44 to 45 of the annual report.

Resolution 15 (authority to allot)

Resolution 15 would give the directors the authority to allot shares in the Company and grant rights to subscribe for or
convert any security into shares in the Company up to an aggregate nominal amount of £1,165,629. This represents
approximately 33.33% of the Ordinary Shares in issue at 7 May 2014 (being the latest practicable date prior to the
publication of this document). In accordance with institutional investor guidelines, resolution 15 will also allow directors to
allot further shares in the Company, in connection with a pre-emptive offer by way of a rights issue, up to an aggregate
nominal amount of £1,165,629, again representing approximately 33.33% of the Ordinary Shares in issue at 7 May 2014
(being the latest practicable date prior to the publication of this document).

The directors’ authority will expire on the conclusion of the next Annual General Meeting. As at the date of this report the
Company does not hold any Ordinary Shares in treasury.

Resolution 16 (statutory pre-emption rights)

Under company law, when new shares are allotted or treasury shares are sold for cash, they must generally first be offered
to existing shareholders pro rata to their holdings. This special resolution gives the directors authority, for the period ending
on the date of the next Annual General Meeting to: (a) allot shares of the Company and sell treasury shares for cash in
connection with a rights issue or other pre-emptive offer; and (b) otherwise allot shares of the Company, or sell treasury
shares, for cash up to an aggregate nominal value of £174,844 (representing in accordance with institutional investor
guidelines, approximately 5% of the total Ordinary Shares in issue as at 7 May 2014 (being the latest practicable date prior
to the publication of this document) in each case as if the pre-emption rights in company law did not apply.

The directors have no immediate plans to make use of these authorities. The board intends to adhere to the provisions in
the Pre-emption Group’s Statement of Principles not to allot shares for cash on a non-pre-emptive basis in excess of an
amount equal to 7.5% of the Ordinary Shares within a rolling three-year period without prior consultation with shareholders.

Resolution 17 (authority for market purchases of own shares)

Resolution 17 renews the Company’s current authority to make limited market purchases of the Company’s ordinary shares.
The authority is limited to a maximum aggregate number of 34,968,880 Ordinary Shares (representing 10% of the issued
Ordinary Shares as at 7 May 2014 (being the latest practicable date prior to publication of this report)) and sets out the
minimum and maximum prices that can be paid, exclusive of expenses. The authority conferred by this resolution will expire
at the conclusion of the Company’s next Annual General Meeting or 15 months from the passing of this resolution,
whichever is the earlier. Any purchases of Ordinary Shares would be made by means of market purchase through the
London Stock Exchange.

The directors have no present intention of exercising the authority to purchase the Company’s Ordinary Shares. The
Directors would only purchase shares if, in their opinion, the expected effect would be to result in an increase in earnings
per Ordinary Share or net asset value and would benefit shareholders generally.

Resolution 18 (notice of general meetings)

This resolution is proposed to allow the Company to call general meetings (other than an AGM) on not less than 14 clear
days’ notice. The approval will be effective until the Company’s next annual general meeting, when it is intended that a
similar resolution will be proposed. AGMs will continue to be held on at least 21 clear days’ notice.
